Gospel: John 20:19-31
A reading from the holy Gospel according to John

In the evening of that same day, the first day of the week, the
doors were closed in the room where the disciples were, for fear
of the Jews. Jesus came and stood among them. He said to them,
'Peace be with you,' and showed them his hands and his side. The
disciples were filled with joy when they saw the Lord, and he said
to them again, 'Peace be with you.

'As the Father sent me so am | sending you.'

After saying this he breathed on them and said: 'Receive

Thomas, called the Twin, who was one of the Twelve, was not
with them when Jesus came. When the disciples said, 'We have
seen the Lord,' he answered, 'Unless | see the holes that the nails
made in his hands and can put my finger into the holes they made,
and unless | can put my hand into his side, | refuse to believe.'
Eight days later the disciples were in the house again and Thomas
was with them. The doors were closed, but Jesus came in and
stood among them. 'Peace be with you,' he said. Then he spoke to
Thomas, 'Put your finger here; look, here are my hands. Give me
your hand; put it into my side. Doubt no longer but believe.'
Thomas replied, 'My Lord and my God!' Jesus said to him: 'You
believe because you can see me. Happy are those who have not
seen and yet believe.' There were many other signs that Jesus
worked and the disciples saw, but they are not recorded in this
book. These are recorded so that you may believe that Jesus is the
Christ, the Son of God, and that believing this you may have life
through his name.

BEHIND LOCKED DOORS

The first Christians were victims of state terrorism. The sudden
arrest and death of Jesus provoked a climate of fear and apprehen-
sion among the apostles. They assemble inside a locked room -
probably that of the Last Supper. The terror is so great that one
apostles, Thomas, is reluctant to approach them even in seclusion.
The locks are not only on the doors but on their minds and faith.
Jesus breaks through with a powerful witness of love. He gives
them power to unlock souls as well as portals.

COMMUNITIES OF MISSION AND MERCY

Second Sunday of Easter
John Farrell O.P.
throws light on our mission as disciples of the risen Lord.

The first meeting between the Risen Lord Jesus and his

disciples is not given to us in the Scriptures.

Peter had never denied that Jesus was the Christ, The Son of
God, but had denied three times that he, Peter, was a disciple of
Jesus.

We are not allowed access to the intimacy of that meeting. Yet it
is referred to quite prominently in the Scriptures: the disciples
coming back from Emmaus are told; "Yes, the Lord is risen and
has appeared to Simon". And St Paul tells us that Christ appeared
first of all to Cephas, to Peter. The power of that encounter of
Peter with Divine Mercy Victorious, his Risen Lord the same Jesus,
re-forms and redirects Peter. The same too with St Paul on the
Damascus Road, "the foremost of sinners" who becomes the
greatest of the apostles.

Perhaps the re-creative power of divine mercy is not just that it
deals with the past - though it does - but with what we are now in
the eyes of divine mercy and what, in the same mercy, we will be
enabled to become.

Today is Divine Mercy Sunday when we celebrate our constant
reception of the power of the Risen Jesus in our midst, as in to-
day's gospel. We testify to our baptismal character as children of
God as in the second reading. We commit ourselves as disciples
to continuing the mission of the apostolic community in Jerusalem,
as in the first reading, to be visible Christian communities of mis-
sion and mercy.

It is often said that the mass is made up of two parts: the liturgy of
the Word and then the Liturgy of the Eucharist. But following
Pope Benedict's encyclical on Mercy, "Deus caritas est", it seems
to me the mass is made up of three parts; The service of the
Word, the service of the Eucharist and the service of living out
daily the Christian merciful life. Having heard our Master's voice,
and having received his blood for the forgiveness of sins and having
become one body with Him we go out to embody that mercy and
transfuse it as reconciliation within our world. A Eucharistic way
of living demands of us who have received mercy a transfigured
existence and a commitment to transforming the world in accord-
ance with the gospel.

Saint Paul writes: "l appeal to you brethren by the mercies of God
to present your bodies as a living sacrifice holy and acceptable to
God which is your spiritual worship. Do not be conformed to the
world but be transformed.." (Rom 12.1). And so we might equally
see this Christian living as the first part of the mass. We return
weekly to Sunday mass to place our living sacrifices into his one
great sacrifice of Calvary and to listen once more to his words.

"You must be merciful as your heavenly Father is merciful. Judge
not and you will not be judged." (Luke 6.36). "l was hungry and
you fed me. | was naked and you clothed me." (Mt. 26.44). "The
merciful need have no fear of judgement." (James 2.13).

STEPPING STONE TO SANCTITY

Praying for God's mercy is a great stepping stone to sanctity. (Rom
5-5) When we ask for mercy, we ask for and receive the Holy
Spirit, the Spirit of Mercy. It is the Holy Spirit who transforms us,
who is poured into our hearts and makes us holy. The Holy Spirit
transforms our earthen vessels, all our misery, into His temples!
Holiness is not so much the vessel as the content within the ves-
sel; that is, the living presence of the Holy Spirit within us. The
more we ask for God's mercy, the more we are transformed into
vessels of that mercy, vessels, that can carry it to a world that is
terribly in need. And there is no doubt that the world's greatest
and most urgent need is God's Divine Mercy.
This urgency is one of the most important messages from Our
Lord to Saint Faustina, a message for the whole world, recorded in
Saint Faustina’s diary when He said to her:

“Speak to the whole world about My mercy;

let all mankind recognise My unfathomable mercy.

It is a sign for the end times;

after it will come the day

of justice.

While there is still time,

let them have recourse

to the fount of My mercy;

let them profit from the

Blood and Water

which gushed forth from

My merciful Heart

for all mankind”. (Parg.848)

True freedom is not just making sure were free of others’
concerns, but able to act well, for the benefit of ourselves
and others.

Our position as Catholics should be collaborative and
communal, not antagonistic and individualistic.

Happiness does not depend on what happens
outside of You, but on what happens Inside of You.

APPEAL FOR TIMOR LESTE FLOOD VICTIMS

Intense rain and storms sent surging torrents of rain through towns
and villages turning the streets of Dili into canals. Roads and bridges
have been destroyed and deaths now exceed 100. Support is urgently
needed as the schools are converted to evacuation centres.

Dili’s population of more than 220,000 is currently in lockdown to
tackle the nations rising COVID transmission. Catering for the victims
in the aftermath of the floods presents new challenges in addition to
the existing health crisis.

Don Bosco Training Centre Comoro is a major relief centre provid-
ing shelter and food for those who have lost their homes and posses-
sions. The gymnasium and classrooms are being used for emergency
accommodation by more than 3000 displaced persons.
