ON THE ASSUMPTION OF MARY At the end of his 
1995 encyclical, ‘The Gospel of Life’ (Evangelium 
Vitae §105), Pope St John Paul II wrote the 
following: ‘Mary is a living word to console the 
Church in her struggle against death. By showing 
us her Son, she assures us that in him the powers 
of death have already been vanquished: Death 
and life were locked in a wondrous combat. The 
Lord of life was dead; but now he lives 
triumphant.’   
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
