May
they guide their communities through the COVID-19 crisis with wisdom and
courage. (Pause for silent prayer) Lord, hear us.

. We pray for workers putting themselves at risk by maintaining basic
services. May they be valued for their dedication and kept safe. (Pause for
silent prayer) Lord, hear us.

. We pray for all most severely affected by the virus pandemic: the homeless,
the mentally ill, the unemployed, the poor, detainees, and those without
support. May they become the first to have their needs met. (Pause for silent
prayer) Lord, hear us.

. We pray for all who have suffered church-related sexual abuse and for their
families, friends and supporters. May they speak out, be heard and be
believed. (Pause for silent prayer) Lord, hear us.

. We pray for the recently deceased, especially those who have died from the
coronavirus, . . . and for those whose anniversary of death occurs around this
time. May they receive the heavenly inheritance prepared for them. (Pause
for silent prayer) Lord, hear us.
