Jesus demonstrated his unfamiliarity with the culture of fishermen on three counts. While the crowd was large, a
fishing boat was hardly an appropriate choice for a podium from which to tfeach. What's more, in asking Peter to
move info the deep and let down his nets, he proved that he knew nothing about the way in which fishermen plied
their frade. They invariably used two boats in fandem with one net stretched between them. They then
manoeuvred their boats to encircle the fish before dragging their catch into the nearest boat. Moreover, no
experienced fisherman would dream of paying out his nets for a catch in board daylight, Fishing was a night-time
occupation. Daytime was for preparations. Still, Peter complied with Jesus' suggestion, humouring him rather than
anticipating a catch of any worth. The huge, unexpected catch struck him immediately as miraculous, making him
conclude that he was in the presence of holiness. The only response he could think of was to declare his
unworthiness. Without agreeing with Peter or uttering even a single word of criticism, Jesus invited Peter and his
companions to a very different kind of fishing: enficing people to experience the in-breaking presence of God in
the world. That's a deep-water venture if ever there was one | The disciples’ experience on the lake that day led
them to trust Jesus. Can we tfrust Jesus enough to embark on a similar venture? From God's Word, Daily

Well then, in the first place, | taught you what | had
been taught myself, namely that Christ died for our sins,
in accordance with the scriptures; that he was buried;

to Cephas and secondly to the Twelve. Next he
appeared to more than five hundred of the brothers at
the same fime, most of whom are sfill alive, though
some have died; then he appeared to James, and
then to all the apostles; and last of all he appeared to
me too; it was as though | was born when no one
expected it.

| am the least of the apostles; in fact, since |
persecuted the Church of God, | hardly deserve the
name apostle; but by God's grace that is what | am,
and the grace that he gave me has not been fruitless.

and this is what you all believed.

Gospel - Luke 5:1-11

Jesus was standing one day by the Lake of Gennesaret,
with the crowd pressing round him listening to the word
of God, when he caught sight of two boats close to the
bank. The fishermen had gone out of them and were
washing their nets. He got into one of the boats — it was
Simon’'s — and asked him fo put out a liftle from the
shore. Then he sat down and taught the crowds from
the boat.

When he had finished speaking he said to Simon, ‘Put
out into deep water and pay out your nets for a catch.’
‘Master,” Simon replied, ‘we worked hard all night long
and caught nothing, but if you say so, | will pay out the
nets.” And when they had done this they nefted such a
huge number of fish that their nets began to tear, so
they signalled to their companions in the other boat o
come and help them; when these came, they filled the
two boats to sinking point.

When Simon Peter saw this he fell at the knees of
Jesus saying, ‘Leave me, Lord; | am a sinful man.’ For he
and all his companions were completely overcome by
the catch they had made; so also were James and
John, sons of Zebedee, who were Simon’s partners. But
Jesus said to Simon, ‘Do not be afraid; from now on it is
men you will catch.’” Then, bringing their boats back to
land, they left everything and followed him.
