SHEPHERD’S CORNER 
This Sunday we celebrate the role of grandparents and 

the elderly. Pope Francis has chosen the theme “In old 

age they will still bear fruit” (Ps 92). Perhaps this is 

never more true than in the life of faith. 

Pope Francis himself has shared that his Grandmother 

was the key in his early faith life. This Sunday is cho-

sen because of the Feast of the Grandparents of Je-

sus, Anne and Joachim, next Tuesday 26th July. There 

is an information sheet with thoughts and reflections 

on the topic in the church foyers. Also, the bible study 

on the book of Hebrews continues next Thursday on 

Zoom—corrected Zoom ID details in bulletin; and the 

annual leaves working bee for the Dickson Church 

grounds is on next Saturday morning. 

God’s blessings, Fr Em 
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The Lord said, 'How great an outcry there is against 

Sodom and Gomorrah! How grievous is their sin! I 

propose to go down and see whether or not they 

have done all that is alleged in the outcry against 

them that has come up to me. I am determined to 

know.' 

The men left there and went to Sodom while Abra-

ham remained standing before the Lord. Approach-

ing him he said, 'Are you really going to destroy the 

just man with the sinner? Perhaps there are fifty just 

men in the town. Will you really overwhelm them, will 

you not spare the place for the fifty just men in it? Do 

not think of doing such a thing: to kill the just man 

with the sinner, treating just and sinner alike! Do not 

think of it! Will the judge of the whole earth not ad-

minister justice?' The Lord replied, 'If at Sodom I find 

fifty just men in the town, I will spare the whole place 

because of them.' 

Abraham replied, 'I am bold indeed to speak like 

this to my Lord, I who am dust and ashes. But per-

haps the fifty just men lack five: will you destroy the 

whole city for five?' 'No,' he replied, 'I will not destroy 

it if I find forty-five just men there.' Again Abraham 

said to him, 'Perhaps there will be only forty there.' 'I 

will not do it' he replied 'for the sake of the forty.' 

Abraham said, 'I trust my Lord will not be angry, but 

give me leave to speak: perhaps there will only be 

thirty there.' 'I will not do it' he replied 'if I find thirty 

there.' He said, 'I am bold indeed to speak like this, 

but perhaps there will only be twenty there.' 'I will not 

destroy it' he replied 'for the sake of the twenty.' He 

said, 'I trust my Lord will not be angry if I speak once 

more: perhaps there will only be ten.' 'I will not de-

stroy it' he replied 'for the sake of the ten.' 

R. Lord, on the day I called for help, you answered 

me. 

I thank you, Lord, with all my heart, 

you have heard the words of my mouth. 

Before the angels I will bless you. 

I will adore before your holy temple. R. 

I thank you for your faithfulness and love 

which excel all we ever knew of you. 

On the day I called, you answered; 

you increased the strength of my soul. R. 

The Lord is high yet he looks on the lowly 

and the haughty he knows from afar. 

Though I walk in the midst of affliction 

you give me life and frustrate my foes. R. 

You stretch out your hand and save me, 

your hand will do all things for me.

First Reading  Gen 18:20-32 

Responsorial Psalm  137:1-3, 6-8 

You have been buried with Christ, when you were 

baptised; and by baptism, too, you have been 

raised up with him through your belief in the power 

of God who raised him from the dead. You were 

dead, because you were sinners and had not been 

circumcised: he has brought you to life with him, he 

has forgiven us all our sins. 

He has overridden the Law, and cancelled every 

record of the debt that we had to pay; he has done 

away with it by nailing it to the cross. 

Alleluia, alleluia! 

You have received the Spirit which makes us God's 

children, 

and in that Spirit we call God our Father. 

Alleluia! 

Once Jesus was in a certain place praying, and 

when he had finished, one of his disciples said, 

'Lord, teach us to pray, just as John taught his disci-

ples.' He said to them, 'Say this when you pray: 

"Father, may your name be held holy, 

your kingdom come; 

give us each day our daily bread, 

and forgive us our sins, 

for we ourselves forgive each one who is in 

debt to us. 

And do not put us to the test."' 

He also said to them, 'Suppose one of you has a 

friend and goes to him in the middle of the night to 

say, "My friend, lend me three loaves because a 

friend of mine on his travels has just arrived at my 

house and I have nothing to offer him"; and the 

man answers from inside the house, "Do not bother 

me. The door is bolted now, and my children and I 

are in bed; I cannot get up to give it to you." I tell 

you, if the man does not get up and give it to him 

for friendship's sake, persistence will be enough to 

make him get up and give his friend all he wants. 

'So I say to you: Ask, and it will be given to you; 

search, and you will find; knock, and the door will 

be opened to you. For the one who asks always re-

ceives; the one who searches always finds; the one 

who knocks will always have the door opened to 

him. what father among you would hand his son a 

stone when he asked for bread? Or hand him a 

snake instead of a fish? Or hand him a scorpion if 

he asked for an egg? If you then, who are evil, 

know how to give your children what is good, how 

much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy 

Spirit to those who ask him!'
