The Amalekites came and attacked Israel at Re-

But Mo-

ses' arms grew heavy, so they took a stone and 

put it under him and on this he sat, Aaron and 

Hur supporting his arms, one on one side, one on 

the other; and his arms remained firm until sun-

set. With the edge of the sword Joshua cut down 

Amalek and his people.

Refute falsehood, 

correct error, call to obedience - but do all with 

patience and with the intention of teaching.

Jesus told his disciples a parable about the 

need to pray continually and never lose heart. 

'There was a judge in a certain town' he said 

who had neither fear of God nor respect for 

man. In the same town there was a widow who 

kept coming to him and saying, "I want justice 

from you against my enemy!" For a long time he 

refused, but at last he said to himself "Maybe I 

have neither fear of God nor respect for man, 

but since she keeps pestering me I must give 

this widow her just rights, or she will persist in 

coming and worry me to death."' 

And the Lord said, 'You notice what the unjust 

judge has to say? Now will not God see justice 

done to his chosen who cry to him day and 

night even when he delays to help them? I 

promise you, he will see justice done to them, 

and done speedily. But when the Son of Man 

comes, will he find any faith on earth?'
